Preamble

In the order read at Sl.No. (1) above, it was ordered by
granting permission of the Government to start nursing college
with an intake capacity of 30 students in Adichunchanagiri
Education Trust, B G Nagar, Mandya.

In the order read at Sl.No. (2) above, it was ordered by according
approval to Adichunchanagiri Education Trust, Mandya to start
Adichunchanagiri B.Sc. College of Nursing at B G Nagar, Mandya
with an intake capacity of 40 students instead of the intake
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capacity of 30 students already approved for the academic year
1995-96.

In the order read at Sl.No. (3) above, it was ordered by
increasing the intake capacity of seats for B.Sc. nursing course
from 40 to 60 seats in Adichunchanagiri College of Nursing under
Adichunchanagiri University for the academic year 2004-05.

In the order read at Sl.No. (4) above, it was ordered by
increasing the intake capacity of seats for B.Sc. nursing course
from 60 to 100 seats in Adichunchanagiri College of Nursing under
Adichunchanagiri University.

In his letter read at Sl.No. (5) above, the Principal,
Adichunchanagiri College of Nursing, Adichunchanagiri
University, Nagamangala taluk, Mandya district had sought the
Director, Directorate of Medical Education for granting permission
to increase the intake capacity of the seats for B.Sc. nursing course
from 100 to 170 seats in Adichunchanagiri College of Nursing
under Adichunchanagiri University.

In the letter read at S1.No.(6) above, the Director, Directorate
of Medical Education, Bengaluru has stated that a direction was
given in the Government letter to conduct spot inspection and
submit the report thereon about the basic infrastructure
possessed by Adichunchanagiri College of Nursing, Nagamangala
taluk, Mandya district- 571 418 which comes under the
Adichunchanagiri University as per the INC rules in order to
increase the intake capacity of seats for B.Sc. nursing course from
100 to 170 in the said Institute and mention the actual statistical
data specifically in the report, upon which, the experts had paid

visit to the said institution and conducted spot inspection as per
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INC rules and submitted the inspection report to this Directorate
and the said report has been submitted to the Government for
further suitable action. In the report of the Inspection team, it is
reported that the institution has the basic infrastructure such as
experienced teaching staff, clinical facility, hostel facility for the
students, vehicle facility, well- equipped library, laboratory and
other necessary facilities etc; and the intake capacity of the seats
for B.Sc. Nursing Course in the said institution may be increased.

As per the recommendations made in the meeting of High-
power Committee held on 20.07.2024 under the chairmanship of
the Principal Secretary to Government, Department of Medical
Education after examining the matter thoroughly with the relevant
records, the Government has decided to grant permission to
increase the intake capacity of the seats for B.Sc. Nursing course
in Adichunchanagiri College of Nursing, B.G. Nagara, Bellur hobli,
Nagamangala taluk, Mandya district- 571448 from 100(hundred)
to 170 (hundred and seventy)for the year 2024-25. Hence the

order, -

In the light of the facts explained in the preamble, it is ordered
by granting permission to increase the intake capacity of the seats
of B.Sc. Nursing course in Adichunchanagiri College of Nursing, B
G Nagara, Bellur hobli, Nagamangala taluk, Mandya district-
571448 from 100(hundred) seats to 170(hundred and seventy)
seats for the year 2024-25 subject to the following terms and

conditions.
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Terms and Conditions: -

1.This institute shall surrender 40% of the seats in B.Sc
nursing course to the Government for seat allotment as stated
in para-2 of section 9 of Adichunchanagiri University Act,

2.The basic facilities prescribed by the Indian Medical Council

shall be compulsorily made available in this Institute.

3.The admission of students shall be confined only to the
specified intake of seats. No additional students shall be given
admission for any reasons. In case of violation of the same, a
criminal case shall be instituted under the Karnataka
Prohibition of Admission of students to the Unrecognized and

Unaffiliated Educational Institutions Act, 1991.

4.The Institute shall strictly comply with the instructions and

orders issued by the State Government from time to time.

5.The said Institute shall have its own hospital within the time
limit prescribed by the Government, failing which, the

approval of the college will be withdrawn.

6.The admission of students shall be made as per the Karnataka
selection of candidates for Admission to Nursing Pharmacy
and Physiotherapy courses Rules, 2003 and as per the specific
ratio of Government quota and management quota regulated
by the Government from time to time for the admission of the

above-mentioned course.

7.The above institute will not be given any type grant or

financial aids by the Government of Karnataka. This is
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subject to the conditions of being a permanent unaided

institute.

8.Said institute shall not violate any of the above mentioned

conditions.
